Peking Gourmet Inn (4 paws, $25 for dinner without wine)

Neighborhood: Falls Church

Quick take: This favorite restaurant of George Bush proves he has good taste in something

Not-to-miss dishes: The best Peking Duck I’ve had

Thai Square (4 paws, $20 for dinner without drinks)

Neighborhood: Arlington

Quick take: It’s no surprise that this place is frequented by the Thai embassy staff

Not-to-miss dishes: Sun-dried pork(it’s better than it sounds) and Crispy Honey Roasted Duck

Kabob Palace Family Restaurant (3.5 paws, $10 for dinner without drinks)
