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 In crucial cases, however, repugnance is the 
emotional expression of deep wisdom…Can 
anyone really give an argument fully 
adequate to the horror which is father-
daughter incest, or having sex with animals, 
or mutilating a corpse, or eating human 
flesh…The repugnance at human cloning 
belongs in this category. We should declare 
that human cloning is unethical in itself…This 
still leaves the vexed question about 
laboratory research using early embryonic 
human clones…There is no question that 
such research holds great promise…that 
might be used, say, in treating leukemia or in 
repairing brain or spinal cord injuries…as a 
matter of policy and prudence, any opponent 
of the manufacture of cloned humans must, I 
think, in the end oppose also the creating of 
cloned human embryos. 
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
