Job Mobility and Cross-pollination of Ideas: Implications for Growth: One of the crucial
aspects of innovative activity is the fact that all new ideas are built on top of each other.
Thus, economic growth driven by innovation depends on the exchange of ideas together
with their carriers—people. Consequently, job mobility may play an important role in
economic growth. I present a model, where I try to capture this effect and analyze how
it results in endogenous growth. I characterize the optimal growth rate that requires
a non-zero level of turnover in an industry and the hedonic wages (depending on the
worker’s level of human capital today and tomorrow) that support the optimal industry
path as equilibrium.
